All these small American units were used in W.W.II by the USA and British Military.

The Engine is a Briggs & Stratton Model N of about 150cc. It powers a 15volt DC generator that is similar to the ones fitted to the Johnston Iron Horse and the B.S.A. Chore Horse.

I believe the Pioneer Company made all the generators and Johnson fitted Pioneer Generators to their engines to make the “Iron Horse”. The machine would have been carried on an army truck and was used to charge 12 volt wireless or vehicle batteries.

I have one, purchased on 4th August 2000, it came to me “thrown in” with a JAP Model 5 powered charging set. I need a cowling and probably a mag to complete it to running order.

There is another type which appears to confirm this theory - the Blue Diamond, this uses a Johnson iron horse engine. See Below:-

The engine was made by, or under licence from, Johnston, who made the “Iron Horse. The generator was made by the Pioneer Generator and Motor Corporation, Chicago, for the US army.

The generator this time is “Mains” 230Vac 60Hz - @ 1800RPM, however, it is fitted with a 7.5V Dc winding which charges a 6V battery - this is used to self start the engine.

I’ve got one of these as well, it has a heavy cast base, which forms the petrol tank, and the petrol is sucked into the carb.
